Application for Gakudoh Hoikusho (after-school daycare center) for FY2016 is to be accepted shortly at the 
following daycare centers. Elementary school pupils (in the 1st to 3rd grades in principle) whose parents/ 
guardians are not available after-school hours because of jobs, illnesses, etc., are eligible to stay at facilities shown 
below after school. In addition, newly established two centers, Daini Kamishizu Gakudoh Hoikusho and Daisan 
Nishishizu Gakudoh Hoikusho, open on April 1, 2016.  
For new enrollment, a parent or guardian has to make application and take an interview with the enrolling child. 
The application acceptance period for April 2016 enrollment is from Tue., Jan. 5 to Tue., Jan. 19 (appointment for 
an interview before the deadline is necessary). Please note that children who have been attending in FY2015 also 
need to reapply if they wish to continue in FY2016. 
Documents required Application form, Certificate of employment, Health insurance certificate, Route map from 
home to the daycare center, Interview form, and other forms inserted in the guidance leaflet. These forms are need 
to be filled out in advance. Guidance leaflets for public centers are available at the daycare centers, public nursery 
schools, Kosodate Shien-ka (Child Rearing Support Section) at the City hall, and City branch offices. Private 
centers require their own specified documents. Please get the information directly from them.
