 Document(s) which show the impossibility of after-school childcare at home (please refer to page 3 of the guidance leaflet for 

details); 
 Usage-fee reduction or exemption application form (if applicable). 

 

■ How to apply 
 When newly applying to daycare centers administered by Kitashizu or Nambu Jidō Center: 

Call Kitashizu or Nambu Jidō Center, whichever is applicable. 
 When newly applying to a daycare center other than above: 

Apply at the specific daycare center. (At the time of application, applicants and their children enrolling in the 
daycare center need to be interviewed. An appointment for this interview must be made beforehand.) 

 When applying for continued enrollment in your current daycare center:  
Submit necessary documents to the daycare center (no need for an additional interview). 
★Please note that even parents/guardians of children who have already been enrolled in a Gakudō Hoikusho  

also need to re-apply each year.
